The Infusion suite contains open and private 

modules that are equipped with a recliner lounge 

chair and other patient comfort items. The suite 

provides privacy for the patient while allowing 

the nurse to conduct close monitoring and 

observation. Physicians are onsite to provide 

additional monitoring and treatment if needed.
